THE METHOD OF CHAIN SUBSTITUTIONS - PRACTICAL APPLICATION IN FINANCIAL BUSINESS ANALYSIS:
ADVANTAGES AND SHORTCOMINGS

ABSTRACT. This paper discusses a number of issues concerning the advantages and shortcomings of the method of chain substitutions applied for the purposes of
the financial business analysis of an enterprise. Regardless of its shortcomings, this is the basic method of determinate factorial analysis. A major advantage of the
method of chain substitutions is that it lacks limitations regarding the type of mathematical expression between factors and indices. This makes the method universally
preferred by analysts in cases of complicated types of mathematical links between factors and indices. However, we should not ignore its shortcomings as regards the
dependence of the resulting values of individual factors on the succession of the chain substitutions made in the factor chains.
